Advanced Placement Course Contract Spring 2019
The Advanced Placement (AP) Program is intended to challenge and prepare students for the rigors of college. Students are strongly encouraged to take advantage of the opportunity to earn college credit for scores of 3, 4, or 5 (depending on individual college or university requirements). In order to receive added academic benefits, students must take the AP exam in May. Students who take the AP exam are able to exempt the final exam in that course. In order to exempt the final exam, it is expected that students and parents understand and are willing to comply with the following:
· All AP exams are ordered based on the number of students requesting to take AP exams. You should consider your options very carefully when deciding to take any AP exam. 
· If you contract to take an AP exam and do not attend that AP exam for whatever reason, you will forfeit your money. 
· To exempt the final exam for an AP course:

· You must actually take the AP exam.

· Your final grade in the course must be between 80% - 100%. 
· You can’t have ANY school discipline that results in ISS and/or OSS AND can’t receive a U for conduct.

· ONE mock test session is REQUIRED during SECOND SEMESTER. The sessions may be held on Saturdays. (If taking 3 or more exams, you must complete 2 mock tests.)
· If you don’t meet all 4 requirements above, a grade change will occur by placing a "0" in for the final exam.
· The balance for all AP exams must be paid by Wednesday, February 27, 2019 to avoid late fees.
· The absolute final day (includes late fees) to register AND pay for exams is Wednesday, March 6, 2019.  
· If you decide to take the final exam, then it will be scored in Synergy and it will affect your overall final grade. 
· New this year:  There will be a one-time $15 Exam Registration fee for each AP student.

· The cost of each AP Exam is $94.   However, please note that in the past, the state has: 
· Provided the FIRST AP Exam for free to students who have free or reduced lunch. Each additional test has cost $53.00. These students should complete a waiver release form in order to be eligible.  The forms can be picked up in Ms. Robson’s office in Admin 3 or in counseling.  

· Provided ONE free STEM exam to each student. (If eligible for free/reduced lunch, this has not applied.  Students can’t use both options from the state.)  

· You are signing this contract to express your intent to take the AP exam in May.
