
You will need to decide on one base color for the Chuck Close Project.  This will be the color you use to mix all your tints and shade values, so Ms. Denison will help you mix up a lot of that color.  This color will go in the #3 box below.  You will then mix white in the color to get two different tints of that color.  The lightest will go in box #1, the second lightest will go in box #2.  You will then mix black into the color to get shades.  The darkest will go in box #5, the second darkest will go in box #4.  Next, put the same colors from row one and place them in row two, except you should add a little bit of an analogous color to it to change the color slightly.   For example, if the main row is green, mix a little yellow into the color to get more of a yellow-green.  Do the same thing with the next row, but mix another analogous color.  Ex:  add a little blue to your green.  In the last two rows, create a Chuck close pattern and use the three different greens to add the colors.  
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
